Late in the week this
week, a bill that had been
lying dormant in Senate
Federal and State Affairs
Committee was resur-
rected and brought out of
Committee in a surprising
vote to send it to the Sen-
ate floor. Senate Bill 169
is "An Act concerning the
Kansas Act Against Dis-
crimination; relating to
sexual orientation; gender
identity..." which would
amend K.S.A. 44-1001,
K.S.A. 44-1002, K.S.A.
44-1004, K.S.A. 44-1006,
K.S.A. 44-1009, K.S.A.
44- 1015, KS.A. 44-
1016, K.S.A. 44-1017,
K.S.A. 44-1027, K.S.A.
44-1030, and K.S.A.
2008 Supplement 44-
1005, repealing the exist-
ing sections.

While many think this
would be a good piece of
legislation, | have several
concerns with it. First and
foremost would be the

definition of "sexual ori-
entation” and “gender
identity". Sexual Orienta-
tion is an umbrella term
for numerous sexual be-
haviors, including
paraphilias. There are
over 20 behaviors listed
by the American Psychi-
atric Association in re-
gard to "sexual orienta-
tion" which include pedo-
philia, voyeurism, public
display of genitals, and
many others which
should concern all of us
for very obvious reasons.

In addition, | believe all
Kansans are already pro-
tected against violence by
current laws. Our laws
and our Constitution pro-
tect all Americans now;
they do not specifically
address these behaviors
[homosexual, bisexual,
and transsexual] because
they are behaviors - not
immutable characteristics
